Be Knowledge" and "Predicting Futures and The Doomsday Article: Reply to
Bostrom and Olum" as well as the article presented at the September 2009 Brazilian
International Meeting in Cognitive Sciences, "Every Conscious Machine Brings
Us Closer to Death", thanks to which I was awarded the “Marcelo Dascal Prize”.
