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Judith Buber Agassi has written a wonderful book on the Jewish women 

prisoners of Ravensbrück, the Nazi concentration camp for women, where 

her mother, Margarete Buber-Neumann, was incarcerated.  Her riveting 

story follows the camp through its various transmutations from 1939 to 

1945, and her careful examination of the surviving records, some 

consulted here for the first time, is exhaustive. The Jewish women of 

Ravensbrück were until now among the least known groups of camp 

prisoners.  Buber-Agassi has recovered them for posterity.
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
