Judith Buber Agassi answers the question in her title, The Jewish Prisoners of Ravensbrück: Who Were They? using a Jewish feminist sociologist’s eye, moral commitment to their memory, and personal involvement (her mother was a non-Jewish prisoner of the camp). She supplies names and a wealth of statistical information about the Jewish prisoners’ origins and fates. She explores the social organization of the Jewish women prisoners at different periods, describing the formation of quasi-families that were crucial to survival. Her analysis of the social relationships among the Jewish women prisoners and the complex relations between Jewish and non-Jewish prisoners brings to the forefront the gender-specific characteristics of resistance and heroism. This book is an extraordinary combination of data and personal stories, sociologically astute and emotionally sensitive. 
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
